Remove the air filter from the front grille by

pulling the filter forward and then up slightly.

2  Wash the filter using lukewarm water below
40 °C (104 °F).

3  Gently shake the excess water from the
filter.

4  Dry the filter in the shade.

5 Insert the filter in to the Front grille.

Normal Sounds You May Hear

@ High Pitched Chatter
Today's high efficiency compressors may have a high pitched chatter during the cooling cycle.

@ Sound of Rushing Air
At the front of the unit, you may hear the sound of rushing air being moved by the fan.

@ Gurgle/Hiss

Gurgling or hissing noise may be heard due to refrigerant passing through evaporator during
normal operation.

@ Vibration

Unit may vibrate and make noise because of poor wall or window construction or incorrect
installation.

@ Pinging or Swishing
Droplets of water hitting condenser during normal operation may cause pinging or swishing
sounds.
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Air conditioner
does not start.

The air conditioner is unplugged.

Make sure the air conditioner plug
is pushed completely into the outlet.

The fuse is blown/circuit breaker
is tripped.

Check the house fuse/circuit
breaker box and replace the fuse or
reset the breaker.

Power failure.

If power failure occurs, turn the
mode control to off. When power is
restored, wait 3 minutes to restart
the air conditioner to prevent
tripping of the compressor overload.

Air conditioner
does not cool as it
should.

Airflow is restricted.

Make sure there are no curtains,
blinds, or furniture blocking the front
of the air conditioner.

The temp control may not be set
correctly.

Set the desired temperature to
a level lower than the current
temperature.

The air filter is dirty.

Clean the filter at least every 2
weeks. See the 'MAINTENANCE
(Cleaning the Air Filter)' section.

The room may have been hot.

When the air conditioner is first
turned on, you need to allow time
for the room to cool down.

Dirty air filter - air restricted.

Outside temperature extremely
hot.

Refer to installation instructions or
check with installer.

Noise when unit is
cooling.

Air movement sound.

This is normal. If too loud, set to
lower FAN Speed.

Window vibration - poor
installation.

Refer to installation instructions or
check with installer.

Room too cold.

The distance between the
appliance and the router is too
far.

If the appliance is too far from the
router, the signal may be weak
and the connection may not be
configured correctly. Move the
